O n Friday, Feb. 5, 
2010, a 
fundraiser is 
being held at 

the Belle Petroleum Centre in 
Peace River to raise money 
for the purchase of bleachers 
for the Peace Region. The 
2010 Alberta Summer 
Games will require, at 
minimum, 1,000 seats for the 
opening and closing 
ceremonies, as well as 
bleachers for seating for 

some of the sports events. 
Instead of renting the 
required seating, the Peace 
Region Games Society is 
working with the Pioneers 
Football Club to secure the 
purchase of bleachers for the 
region.  

The “Bleachers Party” is a 
cooperative effort of the 
Pioneers Football Club, the 
Rotary Club of Peace River 
and the Belle Petroleum 
Centre. Doors open at 6:30 

p.m. with a cash bar. Dinner 
is beef-on-a-bun at 7 p.m., 
followed by entertainment. 

Local business people are 
doing musical impersonations, 
followed by a live “slave 
auction” with auctioneer Bill 
Foster.   

The No Limitz band follows 
with their “Decades” show of 
popular hits from the 1950s 
through the 1990s. Tickets 
are $40 each, or a table of 
10 for $400.  

At the regular Board meeting of Jan. 6, 
2010, Darrell Joy and Sheri Wilson of the 
Alberta Sport Recreation Parks and Wildlife 
Foundation (ASRPWF) provided updates. 
Darrell Joy reported that the Technical 
Packages for the 15 sports to be held at the 
upcoming 2010 Alberta Summer Games are 
on the Alberta Games website (with the 
exception of the Swimming Technical 
Package, which will be approved soon). 

The Sports Technical Packages provide 
information about the ages of the athletes 
and other eligibility requirements, the 
categories of competition, registration 
requirements, the composition of the eight 
Zone teams from across the province, the 
format of the sporting events, and the 
requirements for coaches, including 
certification requirements.

The Sports Technical Packages also include 
contact information for the Provincial Sports 
Coordinators and the Host Community Sports 
Chairs. 

Discussions were held on admissions, the track 
upgrades, the community bleachers project, 
promotions and transportation. Will Petluk 
provided a financial update.  

Several Directors and Games Manager 
Letitia Dempster will be attending the 
Lakeland 2010 Alberta Winter Games, 
which are being held in the Cold Lake / 
Bonnyville region from Feb. 4 – 7. The 
purpose of the trip is to see first-hand how a 
large scale Alberta Games operates.

C assey Walker, a 
17-year-old singer 
& songwriter who 
grew up in Manning, 

returned to the Peace Country 
in January for a 3-day tour. 
Cassey and the Peace Coun-
try’s own filmmaker, Aaron 
James Sorensen, have been 
contracted to write the theme 
song for the 2010 Alberta 
Summer Games, and perform 
during the Games.  

Cassey, her father Bryce As-
mussen, Cultural Director Glo-
ria Lovsin and volunteer 
Peggy Breker toured schools in 
Manning, Grimshaw, Berwyn 
and Peace River Jan. 11 – 13. 

They shared information about 
the Games and gathered 
ideas from the students for the 
lyrics of the theme song. Some 
of the questions they asked 
were: What makes Alberta’s 
North Country special? And 
what message do we want to 
share with the athletes, their 
families and coaches at the 
upcoming Games? At École 
des Quatre-Vents in Peace 
River, students shared French 
words for the song-writing 
process.  

Cassey, who is finishing high 
school while living in Nashville, 
in order to pursue her dreams 
of a music career, performed 

her own songs at each of the 
schools.  

“The staff and students were 
all very excited and receptive 
that we were there. It went a 
long way in promoting the 
Games,” said Culture Director 
Gloria Lovsin.  Cassey and 
Lovsin were both guests on the 
Dan Mody show on YL Country 
the following week, discussing 
the tour and what is planned 
for the cultural components of 
the upcoming Games. “Cassey 
did a wonderful job and is a 
very talented young lady … it 
was a huge success,” said 
Lovsin. 

Did you know that over 350 athletes from 
across Alberta will be participating in the  
softball and baseball events at the 2010   
Alberta Summer Games? 

Softball and baseball appear similar in many 
aspects; however, they are very unique in 
terms of the size of the balls used, the distance 
between bases, the pitchers, and the size of 
teams.  

Softballs are larger than baseballs, measuring 
between 11.00 – 12.00 inches and weighing 
6.25 – 7.00 ounces. Baseballs are 9.00 - 9.25 
inches in circumference and weigh 5.00 - 5.25 
ounces. In softball, the pitcher delivers pitches 

46 feet from home plate and the baselines are 
65 feet. In baseball, the pitcher delivers 
pitches from 54 feet and the distance between 
all bases is 80 feet. When pitching in softball, 
the pitcher throws on level ground. In baseball, 
the height of the pitchers mound is 8 inches 
above the levels of the base path. The size of 
a softball team consists of 14 players per 
team. Baseball teams are slightly larger, at 16 
players per team.  

The Games feature Male Baseball from July 
19 - 22 in Grimshaw and Male and Female 
Softball from July 22 – 25 in Manning. Come 
out and support our athletes!

Volunteers help communities thrive. 

So says Ann Duncan, who donates count-
less hours of her own time to the Lac 
Cardinal Pioneer Village Museum, along 
with husband Ted who is also president 
of the Museum Society. 

Ann’s true gift, however, is making peo-
ple laugh, and she loves dressing up as 
Mrs. Claus or the Easter Bunny and being 
out in the community for special events. 

“I just like to see people happy,” Ann 
said, adding it was her late son who first 
remarked on her special gift and that 
she thinks of him often when she is per-
forming, knowing he would be proud of 
her. 

Which is why she and Ted agreed to 
pose as living mascots for the 2010 Al-
berta Summer Games. 

They created the characters of James 
and Emma McDonald, immigrants from 
Scotland in the early 1900s, who arrived 
in the Peace country after a gruelling 
journey that involved travel by steam-
ship, train and finally horse and wagon. 

For Ann, the character of Emma isn’t 
really much of a stretch, as she came to 
Canada from Scotland herself in 1967. 
She recalls that she got seasick on the 
trip over, as did Emma, and that it was 
quite a challenge adapting herself to a 
new country and a new culture. 

On the other hand, one appeal of doing 
this for Ann was the opportunity to learn 
about a people and a time she was pre-
viously unfamiliar with. One of the first 
things she and Ted did was to head to 
the library and research pioneers and 
what the Peace country was like in the 
early days of the 20th century. Ann feels 
people should learn about their history 
and having these characters out and 

about in the community makes that his-
tory come alive for residents of the area. 
She was impressed that even the young-
est children listened attentively to their 
presentation when they made the rounds 
of some local schools recently. 

“The expressions on the faces of the little 
ones,” she said, “they were really listen-
ing, really interested and asked really 
good questions.” 

Ann feels that volunteering is a great 
way to give back to the community. 

“That is what it’s about. If more people 
gave instead of taking, the world would 
be a better place.” 

James and Emma McDonald will be ap-
pearing at the Lac Cardinal Pioneer Vil-
lage Museum breakfast on Sat. Feb. 13, 
a first chance for residents of Grimshaw 
to get a good look at the pioneer cou-
ple. They will also be at various games-
related events in and around the Peace 
country in the months leading up to the 
Games.
